Measuring and Height Card Information

Exhibitors are not required to provide proof to Trial Secretaries that their dog has a valid jump height card
as part of the check-in process. A copy of the jump height card is not required to be submitted with an
entry form. Dogs without a valid Jump Height Card/Form may still compete; but they must be measured/
wicketed by the Judge of Record PRIOR to running in their class and this measurement will be valid for
that weekend of trials only. The exception to this requirement is a dog entered in the 24” or 24C” height
division. However, if a Volunteer Measuring Official (VMO) or an Agility Field Rep is present; ALL dogs
without a valid Jump Height Card/Form must be measured at some time during the trial or cluster of trials.
This does not preclude having the dog wicketed by the Judge of Record if the VMO or Rep is not available
to measure the dog before its first run of the trial or cluster of trials. It is the exhibitor's responsibility to
have their dog measured prior to running and failure to do so will result in the cancellation of any qualifying
scores.

Jump Height Card Process: When filling out the entry form, there is a box on the form for exhibitors to
designate whether their dog needs to be officially measured. Please indicate (by checking the box) if your
dog needs to be on the Dogs To Be Measured List. It is no longer required that you submit a copy of your
dog’s jump height card with your entry form or show it during day of show check-in.

This trial is open to all dogs fifteen (15) months of age or older that are registered with the American
Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privi-
leges (PAL/ILP), or approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds are eligible to participate. Entries
are open to All-American/Mixed Breed dogs listed in the AKC Canine Partners program. Refer to Chap-
ter 2 of the Registration and Discipline Rules for the listing of registerable breeds that may participate.
Dogs with a Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine Part-
ner Listing number must be spayed or neutered in order to compete.

Dogs should be physically sound. Dogs that are blind shall not be eligible, and neither are bitches in
season, aggressive dogs or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury, or illness which may affect the
dog'’s physical or mental performance. No dog shall compete if it is taped or bandaged in any way or has
anything attached to it for medical purposes.

AKC Class Changes, Effective January 1, 2020

Entering a Mixture of Regular and Preferred Classes Within the Same Trial Weekend — Multiple
Jump Heights Within the Same Trial Day

Effective January 1, 2020, exhibitors may enter a mixture of both Regular and Preferred classes on the
same ftrial day and/or during a trial weekend. Any mixture of Regular and Preferred classes is
allowed. Please note that if a dog qualifies in Regular Master Standard and Preferred Master JWW (or
vice versa) on the same trial day, then NO Double Q shall be earned toward either the MACH or PACH
title. The Double Q still requires that Standard Agility and Jumpers With Weaves be either both Regular
OR both Preferred on the same trial day.

Additionally, within the same Regular or Preferred classes, a dog may now be entered in multiple jump
heights within the same trial day. For example, the same dog may now be entered in 20-inch Master
STD/JWW while also entered in 24C-inch Premier STD/JWW on the same trial day.

A separate entry form must be submitted when the same dog is being entered in a mixture of Regular and
Preferred and/or different jump heights within the same trial weekend thereby clearly indicating which
class(es) and/or jump heights belong together for each trial day of the weekend.

Fix and Go On (FNG)

As of January 1, 2020, Fix and Go On will be offered on a one-year pilot basis in order to give AKC time
to evaluate its impact. FNG allows exhibitors to immediately reattempt an obstacle at any time while on
course when the dog’s performance of an obstacle is not to their expectation. This allows the dog to
successfully complete the obstacle then finish the course or leave the ring on a positive note. Using FNG
will result in a non-qualifying score.

Fix and Go On is not pre-entered; rather, it occurs during the course of the run.

Refund Policy

Bitches in season are not permitted to compete in agility trials. The Club will refund all but ten ($10.00)
dollars per run of the entry fee for bitches unable to compete for that reason upon presentation of a note
from a veterinarian stating that the bitch is in season.

The safety of the dogs is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge that they are
familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport, and that their dogs are familiar with and able to
perform all obstacles safely.

Crating and Setup will begin at 6:30 AM on Saturday morning.
The building will open at 6:30 AM each day.

Handler Discrimination Division

Handler Discrimination classes are titling classes in which the targeted scent is that of the handler
themselves. Handlers are required to provide their own scented articles in a plastic bag, for the Novice
class, one cotton glove or cotton sock, for Advanced, Excellent, and Master, cotton balls or cotton swabs.
Three qualifying scores are required to earn titles in each class. Handlers may utilize any method they
feel is best to scent their article. Suggestions include rubbing the article on the handler’'s body or storing
the item in dirty laundry.

Dogs Eligible to Enter

This trial is open to all dogs SIX (6) months of age or older that are registered with the American Kennel
Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges
(PAL/ILP), an AKC Canine Partners listing number or approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds
are eligible to participate.

Dogs with a Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine
Partners listing number must be spayed or neutered in order to compete. Dogs with physical challenges
(including amputees) are eligible to participate provided that, in the opinion of the judge, the dog displays
no sign of physical discomfort and can safely complete the search. Deaf and blind dogs are allowed to
enter. Females in season may not participate, aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering from an injury, or illness
which may affect the dog’s physical or mental performance may not participate. No dog shall compete if it
is sutured, bandaged, or has any visible wounds.

Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create an unnecessary
disturbance or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the trial
committee, be asked to leave the show site. In such case, no refund of any fees paid will be made. The
American Kennel Club and its agents, employees, etc., will assume no responsibilities for any loss,
damage or injury sustained by exhibitors or handlers, or to any of their dogs or property and further
assumes no responsibility for injury to children. The American Kennel Club reserves the right to decline
entries for cause and may remove any dog on account of aggression.

Entries for the TDU Tests will not be accepted without a Certification issued within two years of the date of
the test UNLESS a dog has TD or TDU title listed and confirmed by event secretary.

Combined Test Exchange: This test will be held under the combined test exchange policy (AKC Tracking
Regulations, Chapter 1, Section 13a).
